Kuala Lumpur, 29/1/96 — Telekom Malaysia and Permodalan Nasional Berhad (PNB) today
signed a joint-venture agreement to implement the Government Integrated Telecommunications
Network (GITN) which will provide total solutions through a communications network
infrastructure that will enable an efficient and effective electronic exchange on information
within and between Government agencies, as well as making Government information and
services more accessible and available to the public. This privatisation project is undertaken by a
joint-venture company formed between Telekom Malaysia and PNB of which PNB owns a
majority share holding.

GITN will be used by Federal and State Governments, Federal and State Statutory bodies and
Local authorities. It incorporates multimedia applications such as data, image, video and voice
and is designed specifically for inter and intra-agency communications.

GITN will provide network services and management, data centre management, support services
and consultancy services. There is no upfront and maintenance investment instead users will pay
as they use the service.
